De Bethune : une « vision futuriste » primée 
 

 
 
La montre DB28 de De Bethune a obtenu l’Aiguille d’Or 2011 au Grand Prix 
d’Horlogerie de Genève 
 
Innovante, racée et absolument originale : la montre DB28 de De Bethune a obtenu 
l’Aiguille d’Or 2011 au Grand Prix d’Horlogerie de Genève, récompense suprême du 
monde de la haute horlogerie décernée par un jury international de professionnels. 
Et le jury a vu juste: la DB28 est tout simplement sidérante, comme toutes les 
créations de De Bethune, maison fondée en 2002 par David Zanetta et Denis 
Flageollet à La Chaux L’Auberson en Suisse. 
Lune sphérique, acier bleui, balancier en silicium/platine, système triple pare-chute 
et berceaux mobiles, cette montre incarne la « vision résolument futuriste de l’art 
horloger » de De Bethune. Son raffinement technique va de pair avec l’audace de 
son design : la beauté à couper le souffle de la DB28 s’apprécie quand on la 
regarde mais aussi quand on la porte, grâce notamment au boîtier ultra-léger en 
titane et aux berceaux mobiles qui s’adaptent à la taille et aux mouvements du 
poignet. 
Ce garde-temps, dont le nom rappelle l’univers de Star Wars (on pense à R2D2), a 
aussi quelque chose de poétique avec sa fonction « mouvements de Lune ». « A 
l’image de ce que l’on peut observer dans le ciel, » explique De Bethune, « les 
phases de Lune se lisent par un affichage exclusif à l’aide d’une sphère en platine et 
acier bleui tournant sur son propre axe avec une précision d’un jour toutes les 122 
années ». 
L’Aiguille d’Or 2011 rend hommage à l’une des plus jeunes maisons de haute 
horlogerie suisse, qui dès sa création a fait sensation parmi les professionnels et les 
collectionneurs. De Bethune incarne une rare alliance de recherche et 
développement, savoir-faire artisanal et inspiration artistique qui se combinent avec 
un style totalement cohérent et modernissime. 
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« Je considère que la valeur artistique d’une montre doit être présente dans tous ses 
élements et non pas avec juste un joli cadran, un moteur et aucune âme, » dit Denis 
Flageollet. De fait, De Bethune s’est imposé en moins d’une décennie comme le 
Picasso de la haute horlogerie : chacun de ses garde-temps est une création à nulle 
autre pareille, révolutionnaire. 

Le Grand Prix d’Horlogerie de Genève a été créé en 2001 pour « saluer l’excellence 
des productions horlogères mondiales » et « contribuer à la promotion de 
l’horlogerie et de ses valeurs : innovation, transmission du savoir-faire et quête de 
l’excellence ». La cérémonie de remise des prix 2011 s’est déroulée au Grand 
Théâtre de Genève en présence de la présidente de la confédération helvétique, 
Micheline Calmy-Rey, et de 1500 personnalités du monde horloger.

Celebrating its eleventh edition this year, Grand Prix d’Horlogerie de Genève 
(GPHG), also known as the Geneva Watchmaking Grand Prix, will be held on 
November 11 at the Geneva Grand Théâtre. 
 
Recognised as the Oscars for the watchmaking industry, each year this much 
anticipated and prestigious event aims to give recognition to the exquisite 
timepieces that fully exhibit the essence of haute horology in its respective 
watchmaking categories. 
 
The awards are open to all watch brands, without any distinction base on nationality 
or price criteria. Names such as Patek Philippe, Vacheron Constantin, A. Lange & 
Söhne, Chopard and Van Cleef & Arpels are just some of the previous winners of 
GPHG.

Like in previous years, this years awards are divided into ten different categories, 
namely Aiguille d’Or” Grand Prix (the best overall watch among all categories and 
the most prestigious distinction); Special Jury Prize; Best Ladies’ Watch, Best Men’s 
Watch; Best Jewellery and Artistic Crafts Watch; Best Complicated Watch; Best 
Sports Watch; Best Design Watch; “Petite Aiguille” (the best watch with a retail price 
of under 5,000 Swiss francs); and the Best Watchmaker Prize, awarded to the most 
creative watchmaker of the year. 
 
In additional to these ten prizes which an independent jury judges, there is also a 
prize awarded based on public votes that will be revealed during the international 
exhibitions preceding the prize ceremony, as well as a prize for the Best Young 
Student at the Geneva Watchmaking School.

The international roadshow will take place a month ahead of the final event in 
Geneva, and the Hong Kong leg will take place from October 19-22 at the Oriental 
Watch Company in Central. Watch-lovers and connoisseurs should not miss this 
chance to take a look at the submissions for this year’s awards.
